What does the fund invest in?

This fund invests in a balanced portfolio of equity and fixed income securities, with a bias towards equity securities in order to provide investors with long-term
capital appreciation. Up to 80% of the fund’s assets may be invested in foreign securities.

How has the fund performed?

How much does it cost?

2. Fund expenses - You don't pay these expenses directly. They affect you because they reduce the fund’s returns. As of December 31, 2023 the fund’s expenses
were 1.87% of its value. This equals $18.70 for every $1,000 invested.

More about the trailing commission

The trailing commission is an ongoing commission. It is paid for as long as you own the fund. It is for the services and/or advice that your representative and/or
their firm provide to you.

ATB Investment Management Inc. pays the trailing commission to your representative’s firm. It is paid from the fund’s management fee and is based on the value
of your investment.

3. Other fees - You may have to pay other fees when you buy, hold, sell or switch units of the fund.

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What if | change my mind?
Under securities law in some provinces and territories, you have the right to:

o withdraw from an agreement to buy mutual funds within two business days
after you receive a simplified prospectus or Fund Facts document, or

o cancel your purchase within 48 hours after you receive confirmation of the
purchase.

In some provinces and territories, you also have the right to cancel a purchase, or
in some jurisdictions, claim damages, if the simplified prospectus, Fund Facts
document or financial statements contain a misrepresentation.
